The “Cliff Notes” Version
“In the world but not of the world.”

Unfortunately, some have used this phrase to stoke a
church vs world culture war.

David Mathis has noted that in the John 17 prayer, being
“not of the world” is not the destination, but the starting

place.
Revise it to, “Not.of the world but sent into the world.

If anyone
loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him. For
everything in the world--the cravings of sinful man, the lust of
his eyes and the boasting of what he has and does--comes not
from the Father but from the world.

Jude 1:23 (NLT2)
Rescue others by snatching them from the flames of
judgment. Show mercy to still others, but do so with great
caution, hating the sins that contaminate their lives.

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1 Corinthians 5:9-13 (NLT2)
When | wrote to you before, | told you not to associate with
people who indulge in sexual sin. But | wasn’t talking about
unbelievers who indulge in sexual sin, or are greedy, or cheat
people, or worship idols. You would have to leave this world to
avoid people like that. | meant that you are not to associate
with anyone who claims to be a believer yet indulges in sexual
sin, or is greedy, or worships idols, or is abusive, or is a
drunkard, or cheats people. Don’t even eat with such people. It
isn’t my responsibility to judge outsiders, but it certainly is your
responsibility to judge those inside the church who are sinning.
God will judge those on the outside; but as the Scriptures say,
“You must remove the evil person from among you.”
